Lewis Hall, Jr., 90 of Delbarton, WV went home to be with the Lord on
February 21, 2018 surrounded by his family at the Appalachian Regional
Hospital in South Williamson, KY. He was born August 25, 1927 at Belo, WV
the son of the late Lewis Hall, Sr. and Nancy Rowe Hall. In addition to his
parents, he was preceded in death by his loving wife of almost 64 years,
Dottie Haga Hall, brothers Stewart Hall, Noah Hall, Oscar Hall, Johnny Hall,
Morgan Hall, and William Hall, sisters, Recy Hall, Minda Phillips, Rissia
Addair, and Tella Brumfied.

Lewis graduated from Burch High School in 1944, and he then joined the
Navy and served his country during World War Il. When he returned home, he
married his sweetheart and the love of his life, Dottie, on August 14, 1948.

He gave his life to Christ in 1951 and joined Rockhouse Freewill Baptist
Church in Ragland, WV. A few years later, the Lord called him to preach, and
during his ministry, he won countless souls to Christ. He began pastoring at
Rockhouse Freewill Baptist Church in 1957 and remained pastor until 2012.
He attended the Clarksville School of Theology where he earned a Bachelor
of Theology, Master of Theology, Doctor of Theology, Doctor of Divinity, Doctor
of Laws and Letters, and a Doctor of Ministry.

During his career he worked for Island Creek Coal Company for six years, and
then Matewan Lumber for seventeen years. He owned and operated Hall's
Furniture and Hardware in Delbarton, WV for 27 years. He served on the
Board of Directors of the Bank of Mingo and of the Mingo County Housing



Authority.
